Raj a Madhusudan Dev Degree Coll ege, Patia affiliated with Utka
Uni versity, has been proactive in transformng itself into a
holistic nultidisciplinary institution, despite follow ng the

This initiative is supported by the Nationa
Service Schene (NSS) unit of the institution, ensuring that the
children receive a foundational education. In addition, the

not hers of these children are given tailoring training at the
skill devel opnent center, thus creating a sustainable and
hol i stic approach to community devel opnent. Furthering its

i nterdisciplinary approach, the institution has an MU to run a
Conmputer Training Center, offering affordable basic conputer
education to its students. This program equi ps students with
essential digital literacy, ensuring they are prepared for the
nodern wor kf orce. The coll ege al so adheres to U kal University's
Choi ce-Based Credit System (CBCS) syl |l abus, which incorporates
project work in areas such as community engagenent, environnenta
educati on, and val ue-based | earning. These projects are designed
to provide final-year students, especially those who exce
academ cally, with practical, real-world experience while
fostering a sense of responsibility towards society and the

envi ronnment. Through these diverse initiatives, Raja Madhusudan
Dev Degree College, Patia is nmaking significant strides toward
becom ng a nultidisciplinary institution that integrates skil
devel opnent, social responsibility, and academ c excel | ence.

16.Academic bank of credits (ABC):

Raj a Madhusudan Dev Degree College, Patia affiliated with Utka
University, follows the Choice-Based Credit System ( CBCS)
syl I abus, which was introduced in the academ c year 2015-16. The
CBCS framework includes core courses, discipline-specific

el ectives (DSEs), ability enhancenent conpul sory courses (AECC)
skill enhancenment courses (SECs), and generic el ectives (GES).
The ABC conplenments the CBCS by offering students
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additional flexibility in designing their acaden c journeys and
transferring credits across institutions as needed. Students at
Raj aMadhusudan Dev Degree Col |l ege, Patia are encouraged to
participate in the ABC system and are nmade aware of its

benefits. By creating an Academ c Bank of Credits account, or an
APAAR | D, students can access a variety of academ c services,
such as credit verification, accunulation, transfer, and the

aut hentication of academ c awards. The ABC platform accessible

t hrough abc.gov.in, allows students to store and manage their
academ c credits across nmultiple prograns or institutions, making
it easier for themto pursue interdisciplinary studies or swtch
institutions without losing their earned credits. This initiative
enpowers students with greater academ c freedom hel ping them
tailor their education to their specific interests and career
goals. The ABC system conbined with the CBCS syll abus, plays a
vital role in transform ng hi gher education in India by fostering
a nore holistic, flexible, and | earner-focused acadenic
environnent.

For Progranmme
Qutconmes (PGs), the institution tracks student perfornance
across all senesters, analyzing their academ c progress,
participation in co-curricular activities, and practical skil
devel opnent through | ab work, projectworks. Feedback from
